





Dear Parishioners:

As November approaches, which is the month that we remember in a

special way our loved ones who have died, | would like to address the

topic of having Masses offered for others. You may see in the Bulletin

each week, the names of people (living or deceased) for whom that day’s

Mass is offered. The custom of offering Masses, especially for the

deceased, has a long history in the Church. Indeed, as the Catechism

states: From the beginning the Church has honored the memory of the dead and offered
prayers in suffrage for them, above all the Eucharistic sacrifice, So that, thus purified, they
may attain the beatific vision of God. The Church also commends almsgiving,
indulgences, and works of penance undertaken on behalf of the dead (no. 1032).

When a person offers to have a Mass said for someone, the generally accepted offering is
$5.00. It may not be more than $5.00, and if someone is unable to afford the stipend, then
they are not required to pay it at all. The stipend is not to “buy a Mass” because that is
strictly forbidden by Church law. The stipend is an act of sacrifice on the part of the person
requesting the Mass, and it goes to support the Church. Therefore, it would be wrong to
say that the parish “charges $5.00” for a Mass. If a person offers a $5.00 stipend, it is
considered a gift, a sacrifice on behalf of their loved one - it is an act of almsgiving as
noted above in the Catechism.

Recently, the Diocese has clarified for us that there is only supposed to be one name for
gach Mass. The reason for this is that when the priest accepts a stipend (maximum $5.00),
he is committing to that person that the Mass he offers on that day is for that person’s loved
one. So, it would be inappropriate for him to then turn around and promise to someone else
that he is offering that same Mass for their loved one.

However, you will notice that some of our Masses in the Bulletin have multiple names next
to them. What actually happens is that the first name on the list is the person for whom the
Mass is offered here at St. Theodore. The other names (and the stipends) are sent to the
Diocese of Lake Charles, who finds priests to offer a Mass for each additional name listed.
The Mass for these additional persons must be offered within one year. Therefore, a single
Mass is eventually offered for each name listed in the Bulletin as is required by the Catholic
Church Code of Canon Law (no. 948). But only the first name on the list is actually offered
here at St. Theodore on that day because there can only be one name for each Mass
offered.

| learned recently that not everyone is aware of this, so | want you to know how all of this
works. Moreover, we are only allowed to have up to two Masses per week with multiple
intentions attached — no more. All of the other Masses are only supposed to have one
intention attached. Therefore, since we have ten Masses per week at St. Theodore, then
beginning in 2016, we will be accepting Mass intentions for one name per Mass for ten (10)
Masses each week, and multiple intentions for two (2) Masses per week. Just be aware
that if you request to have a Mass offered on a day when multiple intentions are accepted,
and if there is already someone’s name on that date, then the Mass for your loved will be
offered eventually within the year, but not at St. Theodore and not necessarily on that day.
As we have done in the past, we will continue to send the additional names to the Diocese
to find someone to celebrate the extra Masses so that your loved one does eventually have
their own Mass offered as you have requested.

What about weddings and funerals? If a couple is getting married and has a Mass during
the wedding, the Mass is automatically offered for the couple. Also, if someone has a Mass

[as part of the funeral, then the funeral Mass is automatically celebrated for the deceased person.

But what about you? When you attend Mass, can you “offer” your Mass for your loved one regardless of the Mass intention for
the day? Absolutely. You can offer your participation in the Mass for as many loved ones as you wish, and it is praiseworthy to
do so. The priest, however, has committed himself to offering the Sacrifice of the Mass for the stated intention, and the family
needs to be assured that the Mass is being offered for that intention as it is published in the Bulletin — thus for most Masses,
only one name per Mass.

Now a word about indulgences. Let us not forget that in addition to having a Mass offered for someone, the Catechism tells us
that indulgences, which we can gain throughout the year, can be applied to the souls of our deceased loved ones. This is why
we should always be aware of special feast days (for example, Divine Mercy Sunday) where participation may bring an
indulgence. What a gift to offer that indulgence for someone you love who has died. And of course, we can always perform
works of penance for living and deceased relatives — for example, offering up physical suffering for a particular person as we
begin our day.

So just to recap. Beginning in 2016, we will schedule one name per Mass for ten (10) of the twelve (12) weekly Masses at

St. Theodore and multiple names per Mass for the two (2) other Masses that week. Be assured that for the Masses with only
one name attached, the priest will offer the Mass for that person at St. Theodore on that day. For Masses with multiple names
attached, the priest will offer the Mass for the first person listed in the Bulletin. The other names will be sent to the Diocese, who
will work to find a priest (either locally or overseas) to offer a separate Mass for each additional name within one year.

So, if you prefer to have the guarantee that the Mass for your loved one is offered at St. Theodore, then choose an open date
that has only one name attached to it.
